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  The joint inspection report dated 11th January, 2017 

has been filed.  As per this report the unit does not have 

authorization for dealing with the hazardous waste, under 

the relevant rule.  It was also found that the effluent 

discharged by the unit violated the prescribed parameters 

of Chromium.   

 Let the unit rectify these defects and thereafter 

move to Pollution Control Board for obtaining consent to 

operate.  If the consent is granted by the Board, it shall be 

subject to final order of the Tribunal. 

 With the above directions Original Application No. 

512 of 2016 stands disposed of.  No order as to cost. 
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
